New Business Courses at Oxford and Cambridge

Just a hundred years after the University of Pennsylvania established the
world's first business school, Oxford and Cambridge, which are Britain's two most
famous and prestigious universities, are dipping their toes into the waters of
management education. Recently, Cambridge University launched its first MBA
(Masters of Business Administration) degree course, and Oxford University, which
Is Cambridge's arch-rival in everything from astrophysics to rowing, plans to open
the doors of its own School of Management Studies soon.

The two universities could not be entering the MBA arena at a worse time
because applications for such courses have fallen during the past two years.
Recession has halted recruitment in management consultancy and investment
banking, which are areas in which MBAs have been highly regarded and well-
rewarded. Those companies that are still hiring MBA graduates are cutting salaries
and questioning what they are getting for their money. Many company directors
complain that new MBA graduates are not as competent as they expected them to
be, and say that they often need a considerable amount of in-company training.

At the heart of the problem is the MBA curriculum, which has changed little
since the 1980s. Critics claim that a typical MBA course encourages preference to
theoretical knowledge rather than the insight that comes from practical experience.
Many leading business schools are rethinking their courses but none has the luxury
of Oxbridge's fresh start. Only time will tell if these old universities can set new
standards of excellence.

Twenty-somethings Problems

For British teenagers and twenty-somethings today, life is increasingly
becoming unfair. The world into which they are entering is more testing and
uncertain than the one their parents negotiated at the same age. Finding a stable
career is harder, home ownership is a pipedream and while higher education may be
more accessible, rising student debt — and national debt — is something they will be
paying off for years.

It is a scenario that has been seized on by publishers. Ed Howker and Shiv
Malik, both 29, have just finished a book completely dedicated to the subject. When
they began their book, they assumed that their constricting circumstances were of
their own making. ‘At first, we were kind of upset with ourselves,” Malik said. ‘We
thought, it’s our fault. We’re lazy. We’re not working hard enough. But we found
ourselves getting increasingly angry, and realised we were justified in feeling that
the whole country had forgotten about the young.’

He compared what the Norwegians did with their North Sea Oil revenue
(investing it into a £300 billion trust for subsequent generations) to what the British
did (subsidised tax break binge for a few decades). They said it was not a surprise
that so many reached 30 ‘but don’t feel as though they have entered adulthood in

any meaningful sense’.



Renting is most common among 25 to 35-year-olds, but the instability of six-
month contracts make forming relationships and cohabitation difficult. Malik said
that he had moved flat ten times in ten years. He and his wife now live in a house
with a friend. They have iPads and world travel (if they save enough), but home
ownership or ‘a decent job with decent pay’ is more unlikely.

Howker admitted that some Baby Boomer parents helped their children
financially but this was no use. ‘Nothing is going to slow down social mobility more
than ensuring young people end up living the lives their parents can afford for them.
The last thing this country needs is some kind of battle of the generations. But we
need to start thinking seriously about what kind of future we want. And if our
generation is going to fix that, we need to be active in our communities and in
politics.’

It’s a solution that does not seem instant to a problem that does not seem fair.
But then, as any parent will tell you, life is not fair.
